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Pursuant to the above application, this request may be granted under the following conditions:

The District Policy pertaining to the vacation of public easements are provided by the Board of Trustees.

There is no right under law to vacate public easements. In order to do so, a discretionary legislative approval is
granted by the Board of Trustees to the District Director of Engineering and Operations to vacate public
easement(s) unless the Director of Engineering and Operations determines that to do so is not in the District or
public interest. Part of that determination is to assure that potential development and use of the vacated easement(s)
would serve the public interest in a significant way. The Board is not bound by land use policies or this ordinance in
making easement vacation decisions and may condition or deny vacations as it may deem necessary, in its sole
discretion, to protect the public interest. The District will generally not support vacations that do not advance the
District’s planning and operational goals, particularly if inconsistent with the desired intensity of development and
preferred uses. In making this determination, the Director of Engineering and Operations will weigh three components
of the public interest described as follows:

a. Public Trust Functions: The District will consider the impact of the proposed vacation upon the operation,
expansion, use, and access provided by the easement(s);

b. District System Impacts: The District will consider the impacts of the proposed vacation to the District’s
system, properties, and facilities; and

c. Public Benefit: Benefits accruing to the public from the vacation of the right-of-way will be considered. The
proposal must provide a long-term benefit for the general public.

The Director of Engineering and Operations will make a threshold assessment of the feasibility of a potential
vacation whenever possible. As part of this threshold assessment, the Director of Engineering and Operations will
consider the impact of the proposed vacation on the function of the District system and may either grant or deny the
requested easement vacation.
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
